
Master of International Trade
Offered as an online, course-based program, the Master of International Trade (MIT) degree 
brings together practical hands-on experience with academic expertise in a unique and innovative 
interdisciplinary approach to international trade. Addressing a range of political, economic, commercial, 
technological, legal, and social issues, the program is designed for professionals and practitioners 
engaged in international trade as practitioners or policy analysts in government, international 
organizations, and the private sector, as well as students interested in pursuing a career in international 
trade.

This fully accredited interdisciplinary distance-education graduate program is delivered through the 
internet, using the Blackboard learning management system, and provides students with the flexibility to 
earn a master’s degree entirely online.

• �Primary economics principles and indicators relevant to 
international trade;

• �Public and private legal infrastructure regulating international 
trade and trade financing;

• �Significant policy and practical issues and strategies 
associated with the conduct of business across jurisdictional 
boundaries;

• �Methodological tools required to 
read relevant literature and policy 
reports as well as to fashion reports 
and policy papers. 

Interaction is a key attribute of this well-designed program. 
Through online discussions and activities, students will work 
with their instructors and fellow classmates to integrate new 
knowledge and develop new ways of thinking. Students also 
have at their disposal the materials prepared by instructors and 
ready access on the internet to course guides, readings, and 
online seminars. 

Students are required to complete a total of 27 
credit units (nine courses) to earn the MIT

REQUIRED COURSES
The Master of International Trade program consists of nine online courses:

INTR 801 – Research Methods in International Trade Policy
INTR 802 – International Trade and Commercial Policy
INTR 803 – International Trade Theory
INTR 804 – International Monetary Economics
INTR 805 – Politics of International Trade
INTR 806 – International Trade Law
INTR 807 – International Sales and Finance Law (International Commercial Transactions)
INTR 808 – International Business Environment
INTR 809 – The Management of Technology

Courses are delivered so part-time students can complete the program in two years. Students 
wishing to complete the program in this timeframe are advised to take two courses each fall term, 
two courses each winter term, and one course, INTR 808, offered over the spring/summer term. 
It is highly recommended that students do not enrol in a heavier course load if employed on a 
full-time basis. The program can be completed in one year of full-time study by taking four courses 
in each of the fall and winter terms and one in the spring/summer term. 

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
All applicants must have completed a bachelor’s degree or equivalent from a recognized college 
or university before beginning the program. Students from a wide variety of disciplines—e.g., 
from the liberal arts to commerce to law—are eligible. Please note that equivalent academic and 
experiential preparation or academic preparation in other disciplines may also be considered for 
admission into the program.

A cumulative weighted average of 70 percent or better must have been maintained during the 
final two years of course work (60 credit units) of undergraduate and/or graduate study before 
application to the program. Applicants are required to have academic credit for one introductory 
course in both microeconomics and macroeconomics before commencing their course work.

TUITION
The tuition for the MIT program is $2,000 per three-credit-unit course, with a total of 27 credit 
units required to complete the program. Tuition is assessed on a per-course basis and is paid before 
the term in which the coursework is taken. Nominal student fees varying by term are also assessed. 
Tuition and fees are subject to change. 

APLICATION DEADLINES
The Johnson-Shoyama Graduate School of Public Policy accepts applications for the MIT program 
for entry in September, January, and May. Individuals interested in applying to the program must 
do so by the following dates:
     • July 15 for September
     • November 1 for January
     • March 15 for May entry

Individual course applications are accepted at any time.
