SCHOLARSHIPS
The School’s University of Saskatchewan campus is offering several scholarships for MPA 
applicants enrolling in the 2010-11 academic year. At least six scholarships of up to $5,000 
each and two up to $10,000 each will be awarded to students based on academic standing. 
To be eligible for a scholarship, students must take at least six program-related courses in the 
2010-11 academic year. As a condition of this scholarship, students may be asked to provide 
some limited scholarly assistance for the Johnson-Shoyama Graduate School and its faculty 
and/or the Diefenbaker Canada Centre. All complete applications received by February 
1, 2010, will be considered for a scholarship.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
University of Regina Campus 
All applicants must meet the entrance requirements of the Faculty of Graduate Studies and 
Research. Applicants must have completed a four-year undergraduate degree in any area with 
a GPA of at least 70 percent. In addition, students will be required to complete a course in 
statistics if it was not taken as part of their undergraduate program.

University of Saskatchewan Campus
Applicants must have completed a 120-credit-unit bachelor’s degree from a recognized 
university. An average of 75 percent or better must be maintained during the final two years 
(60 credit units) of the undergraduate program or in the graduate program if students are 
entering the MPA after a graduate degree.

Students from a wide variety of disciplines – for example, everything from the fine arts to the 
social sciences to the physical sciences to professional college disciplines – are eligible. While 
it is not necessary, some knowledge of economics, statistics and social science is generally an 
advantage.

TUITION
Tuition for domestic students in the MPA program is approximately $1,000 per three-credit-
unit course. A total of 30 credit units (10 courses) are required to complete the MPA program. 
Student fees vary at each institution. Tuition and fees are subject to change.

APPLICATION DEADLINES

     • �February 1 for spring (May) entry (may be considered for a scholarship the following 

academic year)
     • May 1 for fall (September) entry (possible scholarship consideration)
     • �October 1 for winter (January) entry (may be considered for a scholarship the following 

academic year)
